
 

 

Did you know…in Leon County, Living Stones’ research found 2,000 

children growing up with a dad, mom or both in prison?  There is an 

estimated 2.2 million inmates in the nation’s Prisons and parents to 

2.7 million minor children, per US Department of Justice. 600,000 

are returning to communities this year with a 1,000 Moms and Dads 

returning to the Big Bend Region.  

Living Stones International (LSI), a faith-based children, family and  

social service organization, works with children and families who have 

an incarcerated parent.  

It is our mission to Strengthen 1 marriage, Save 1 Family, and Raise 

Up 1 child at a time.   

Our programs and services build and improve healthy relationships.  

LSI delivers a comprehensive, program to address the effects of      

parental  incarceration on children and their families. Services include 

one-to-one, group and mentoring services to justice-involved youth 

who are fathers and mothers in addition to services for the entire 

family. 

LSI builds on protective factors by improving family relationships,  

parenting skills, and the children’s social and life skills.

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• Children of Value (COVE) - a no cost in–school program to support Title IV Part A 

in achieving its goals for improving Student Support and Academic Enrichment 

Project (SSAE).  LSI provides students with access to a well-rounded education and 

cultivating safe and healthy students school conditions.  

 

• Children of Incarcerated Parents - LSI provides wrap around and bonding       

services for children throughout the state impacted by parental incarceration.     

LSI coordinates with parents to reconnect them to their children in correctional 

institutions in the Greater-Tallahassee region. 

 

• Growing Together - a gardening program created in partnership with Florida    

A&M University. Growing together combines family-time with healthy nutrition and 

outdoor exercise.  LSI and FAMU are in our  fourth year of partnership. 

 

• Parents Engaged for Life - helps parents understand healthy family environments 

lead to healthy, productive children. LSI utilizes several curricula that aid parents 

with tips, better communications, setting boundaries, and providing the level of 

support their children and families need to thrive and survive. 

 

• Invest in Children and Civil Citation of Leon County – the newest addition to 

our programs.  Invest in Children is a preventive and intervention program for  

children in our community to impede their involvement with the juvenile justice 

system.  Civil Citation is also a preventive measure ensuring children receive a  

second chance to remediate a misdemeanor in lieu of community service and  

completing LSI’s program.  

 

• Community / Neighborhood Partnerships –  helps alleviate delinquency in 

school and community/neighborhood centers. The focus is teaching anger control 

and teach conflict management and where necessary assist with homework.  The 

goal is to help avoid the delinquency behaviors that happen so often during the 

3:00 to 6:00 pm time.  A pilot program initiated at Maryland Oaks, mobile home 

park where LSI reaches out to 69 children that live there with more to join .
